Medals:

Please wait for the winners to be announced to pick-up medals and sign 

your name when they are picked up.

Spectator Info/Fee: 

Cash and card are accepted or tickets can be purchased on GoFan: $5 per adult and $3 per child 

Spectators are welcome to watch in the stands on the Home and Visitor side. Please refrain from 

blocking track entrances. Many volunteers are students, monitored by a coach or adult, any 

disputes must be handled by the coach of your team.  

When watching shot and discus, stay in designated watch area to prevent injuries. 

Check-ins: 

For field events, go to designated areas to check-in. Check-in for track events will be near the 

weight room. Athletes must check-in 10 mins before their event and notify clerks if they need to 

leave for another event. There will be 20 gold hurdles available on the field for the athletes to use.  

Coaches: 

Wristbands will be given at the check-in for coaches. This will allow coaches entry to the track 

and access to the snack area (Coach’s Corner). Please notify us of how many coaches will be 

attending by April 20th. If there are any issues with results, speak with Finished Results if already 

posted or the adult working that event if not entered yet. If there is a tie, the athlete with the best 

attempts/less scratches will win. However, if identical, both athletes will do a tie breaker.
